All of the equipment that the city sells to the farm goes into your fruits and
veggies.

If you have
ever gone to Charleston, you know that they have ponies pulling carriages
everywhere. All of those ponies come from farms! Again, the city helps by
manufacturing the equipment to ship the animals, like horse trailers. Do you
like a good hamburger or chicken nuggets from Mc Donald’s? Well, the
farm and city go into those too! The farm raises the animals and the city
packs and ships the meat. All the eggs in all the cartons are at the grocery
stores because of the farm and the city working together. We have all these
great things thanks to the farm and the city working together.
